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I AFTER THE WING IS COMPLETED, PLACE IT ON THE FUSELAGE AND CHECK FOR
ALIGNMENT. SAND AND FIT UNTIL IT IS PERFECT. IT SHOULD BE 1/4” POSITIVE AT THE 3
LEADING EDGE, AS COMPARED TO THE STABILIZER. PLACE 2-1/32” X 1/2” STRIPS OF F-19 ALLOWING 1/16” UNDERCUT ON BOTH
PLYWOOD UNDER THE WING AND EPOXY TO THE FUSELAGE SIDES WHILE HOLDING SIDES FOR FINAL SHEETING. MEASURE
DOWN ON THE WING TO FORM A (PERFECT-FIT) WING SADDLE. F-17A TO THE FIREWALL AND MOUNT.
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2.PREPARE YOUR 1/8“ BALSA SIDES BY
FOLLOWING THE HEAVY LINES ON THE PLAN.
EPOXY TO YOUR FRAME AND LET HARDEN.
PULL TAIL TOGETHER OVER A CENTERLINE
AND SECURE BOTH F-5'S. USE TAPE.
